EXCUSED ABSENCES

· The number of days that you are absent will be the same as the number of days you have to make up any missed work.  IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO COME SEE ME AT THE BEGINNING OF CLASS FOR ABSENT WORK!!!  

· If you miss a quiz, you will be excused from it. The points won’t count against you, but they won’t count for you either.  If I notice that you are consistently missing quizzes, individual make-up quizzes will be given to you.

UNEXCUSED ABSENCES

· You will receive a zero for anything that was collected on the day you have an unexcused absence, including quizzes and tests.

· GOOFING AROUND DURING A LAB IS NOT PERMITTED!  You could hurt yourself or someone else.  If this occurs, you will not be allowed to finish the lab and have to take a zero on it.  You may be banned from future labs and/or receive a referral.
