

The SI unit that tells us the amount of a substance is called the mole.  This unit proves to be very valuable in chemistry since we are dealing with particles that are invisible to the naked eye.  One mole of any substance is equal to 6.02 x 1023 particles of that substance (just like 1 dozen is equal to 12 items).  In recognition of the value and importance of this number, chemists named it after Amedeo Avogadro, a scientist whose ideas were crucial to the development of chemistry.
Mole Day is celebrated on October 23 from 6:02am until 6:02pm  (get it?).  To express our love of chemistry, we will spend Mole Day honoring Avagadro and his wonderful number 6.02 × 1023.
